Rock the Vote is a national, nonpartisan 
501(c)(3) organization focused on strengthening 
youth participation in American democracy. At its 
core, it acts as a bridge between young people 
and the civic process, removing friction, demysti-
fying the steps, and defending their access to the 
ballot.

Rock the Vote builds and maintains wide-
ly-used, mobile-friendly tools that help people 
register to vote, check their status, understand 
ID requirements, and navigate ever-changing 
election rules. These tools are used by schools, 
brands, community groups, and campaigns of all 
types to reach young voters at scale.

It develops accessible voter education re-
sources; everything from classroom-ready civics 
curricula to election guides written in plain lan-
guage. The goal: help new voters understand 
how elections work, what they’ll encounter, and 
how to overcome common hurdles.

True to its origin story, Rock the Vote works 
with artists, influencers, entertainment compa-
nies, and youth-focused brands to make civic 
participation feel relevant and culturally connect-
ed. These partnerships help bring voting messag-
es into the spaces where young people actually 
spend their time.

The organization monitors policies that impact 
young voters, such as voter ID laws, restrictions 
on campus polling places, or limits on registration 
methods, and advocates for rules that protect fair 
access. This includes public education, litigation 
partnerships, and policy analysis.

Rock the Vote studies youth voter behavior to 
uncover barriers, motivations, and trends. These 
insights help inform educators, policymakers, and 
organizations trying to better serve new voters.

Beyond a single election, Rock the Vote aims 
to close the generational participation gap by 
consistently helping each new wave of young 
people enter civic life confidently and early, be-
cause early voting habits tend to stick.

In short: Rock the Vote is both a protector 
and an energizer, part educator, part innovator, 
part cultural translator, working to ensure that 
the youngest Americans can participate fully and 
freely in the democratic process.

ABOUT ROCK THE VOTE WHY NONPARTISANSHIP MATTERS
As a Rock the Vote Community Partner, 

you’re part of a national movement to empower 
the next generation of voters. That work is most 
powerful, and most trusted, when it is nonparti-
san.

Rock the Vote is a nonpartisan 501(c)(3) 
nonprofit organization, which means we do not 
support or oppose any political party or candi-
date. Our mission is rooted in empowering young 
people to participate in the democratic process, 
regardless of their political beliefs.

When we lead with nonpartisanship, we:
● Meet people where they are and create 

space where everyone feels welcome. 
Whether someone is a first-time voter, an in-
dependent, unsure about politics, or deeply 
engaged, they should feel safe and included 
in the process.

● Build trust in democracy. Young voters and 
historically underrepresented communities 
have often been excluded or discouraged 
from participating. Nonpartisan outreach en-
sures that no one feels judged, pressured, 
or left out.

● Keep the focus on participation, not polar-
ization.

● Broaden reach by creating space for en-
gagement across political, geographic, 
racial, and generational lines.

● Empower voters to make their own informed 
decisions.

Nonpartisan engagement has lasting benefits for 
our community:

● It helps depolarize civic spaces, allowing 
voters to show up as themselves, without 
fear of being judged or excluded.

● It invites curiosity and learning and encour-
ages questions, exploration, and empower-
ment.

● When participation is rooted in fairness and 
inclusion, outcomes are more represen-
tative and communities are better served, 
strengthening democracy.
